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List of approved resolutions

Resolution 1: The 5th Extraordinary General Assembly ratifies the change to Article 2 of the Constitution with regard to the vision and objectives, which will henceforth exist with an unlimited timeframe. The General Assembly gives full powers to the President to carry out the legal formalities.

Resolution 2: The 5th Extraordinary General Assembly ratifies the change to Article 4 of the Constitution with regard to the Headquarters and its functioning, which will henceforth exist with an unlimited timeframe. The By-Laws will be modified subsequently in accordance with this change. The General Assembly gives full powers to the President to carry out the legal formalities.

Resolution 3: The 5th Extraordinary General Assembly ratifies the change to Article 6 of the Constitution with regard to the members. The By-Laws will be modified subsequently in accordance with this change. The General Assembly gives full powers to the President to carry out the legal formalities.

Resolution 4: The 5th Extraordinary General Assembly ratifies the change to Article 12 of the Constitution with regard to the Board of Governors and its composition. The General Assembly gives full powers to the President to carry out the legal formalities.

Resolution 5: The 5th Extraordinary General Assembly ratifies the changes to Article 14 of the Constitution with regard to the Board of Governors and its power. The By-Laws will be modified subsequently in accordance with this change. The General Assembly gives full powers to the President to carry out the legal formalities.
The 5th Extraordinary General Assembly requests the Board to establish a geographic and thematic framework of its working groups and other subsidiary bodies within six months.

Resolution 5 bis: To be coherent and in the spirit of Article 14, the 5th Extraordinary General Assembly ratifies the change to Article 3 of the Constitution with regard to the Scope of Activities. The General Assembly gives full powers to the President to carry out the legal formalities.   
Resolution 5 ter:  There should be consistency as regards the time frame set for actions throughout the Constitution and therefore the 5th Extraordinary General Assembly ratifies the change to Article 14 of the Constitution with regard to the occasions on which the General Assembly will ratify the acts specified therein. The General Assembly gives full powers to the President to carry out the legal formalities. 
Resolution 6: The 5th Extraordinary General Assembly ratifies the changes of Article 15 of the Constitution with regard to the Officers of the Board of Governors (Bureau). The By-Laws will be modified subsequently in accordance with this change. The General Assembly gives full powers to the President to carry out the legal formalities.

Resolution 7: The 5th Extraordinary General Assembly ratifies the changes of Article 18 of the Constitution with regard to the Ordinary General Assembly. The By-Laws will be modified subsequently in accordance with this change. The General Assembly gives full powers to the President to carry out the legal formalities.

Resolution 8: The 5th Extraordinary General Assembly ratifies the changes of Article 21 of the Constitution with regard to the Resolution of conflict. The General Assembly gives full powers to the President to carry out the legal formalities.
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
