DHI Women’s Water Fund
Activities 2007-2008 and beyond
The first Call for Applications to the Fund was made in early 2007.  Out of a field of some 40 qualified applicants two women were selected to participate in a short course in water resources management at the technical University of Denmark, followed by a week of  visits to selected Danish public and private water sector institutions.  The two candidates, one from the public health sector in Armenia, and one from the water and agriculture sector in India, visited with relevant research institutes in their fields; with central and local public water management authorities; with a major Danish water industry; as well as with Danish ministries in the field of development assistance (Danida) and gender equality.  Following the study tour to Denmark both women have been visited by their Danish “mentors” in their own countries, and contacts between them and their Danish counterparts are continuing with a view to further support their career development.
Three successful women candidates (from India and Iran) have been accepted for a four weeks course in “Integrated Environmental and Water Management” at DHI in Denmark, to be combined with similar visits to Danish water sector institutions, and to be followed up with “mentors” in their field.
A new Call for Applications for 2008  has just been issued (February 2008).
Experiences on the outcome of this program are being monitored and reported with a view to continue and expand it beyond the original 100,000 USD from the King Hassan II Great World Water Prize of 2006, including possible expansion to collaboration with institutions in other countries.
