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	Summary of accomplishments:

	My achievements in this field are many, but the most prominent among them are as listed;

1. When in the year 1997 I conducted a research work on the water situation affecting some rural communities living in a local government area of Nigeria, while written my thesis/dissertation as part of the partial fulfillments of the requirements for the award of  a bachelor of science degree (B.Sc.) in Geography by the University of Maiduguri, Nigeria entitled “Water Availability, Supply and its Associated Problems in Rural Communities of Borno State, Nigeria; Case Study of Nganzai Local Government Area” attracted the attentions of the Federal governments of Nigeria, United Nations (UNDP), NGOs and other relevant stake holders which helped the community out of the very ugly water situation where 75% of the populations were living or depending on an in-hygienic /very poor sources of water like the well and pond waters as at the time of conducting the research in 1997 to a situation where over 60% turn out to be living or depending on a pipe-born or tap water  as at 2004.

2. Another remarkable achievement was recorded in the year 2007 when I addressed the United nations Permanent Forum on Indigenous Issues (UNPFII) in May 2007 at the United Nations Headquarters in New York, USA where I included the issue of the drastically shrinking or rapid declining of the great “Lake Chad” waters which sustains the lives of over eight (8) million peoples living around it cutting across Nigeria, Niger, Chad and Cameroon. My actions attracted the attentions of the United Nations, governments, non-governmental organizations, experts and relevant stake holders. As I am writing this report the governments of Nigeria, Cameroon, Chad, Niger, Gabon, Central Afrique, Congo and the Democratic republic of Congo are already carrying out or conducting a  preliminary survey   towards planning of the diversion of the river Congo which presently flows in to the Atlantic Ocean from the Central African Region to be flowing into the Lake Chad  through Congo, Cameroon and the Central African republics territories as a measure towards reviving the Lake Chad from shrinking so that it can provide water for millions of peoples living around it or depending on it.

3. I have series of presentations related to water at key local, national, regional, international including the United Nations Seminars, Expert meetings, Workshops and Conferences plus some publications all of which could be found in my CV.
