	Considering the distinctive behavior of groundwater than surface waters, it requires specific strategies and approaches to achieve successful management and protection for groundwater resources. The session will give the opportunity to assess better ways of rational groundwater management and protection. Urgent action proposals to respond to the critical over exploitation of groundwater resources and also innovative approaches for the solution of groundwater pollution are expected.

Similarly, technology that may be successful in a particular setting might not be favorable in another situation.
For efficient water resources management, it is important to transform the mode of management from one of technical fixes to a mode of community management. This means that people must be informed and included in decision-making. In this regard, engineers need to explore a new relationship with people. Likewise, the education and training of engineers should emphasize this.
The impact of recent global economic crisis on water resources management and on its vital tools can be debated both from optimistic and pessimistic points of view during the session for the future’s perspective building.
