Topic 1.2 Water Related Migration, changing land use and human settlements

1. Hour: Wrap up of the three working sessions on “Rural-Rural Migration”, “Rural-Urban Migration”, and “Crossing Borders/Seas”. Detailed session plan for this section is still to be developed. 

2. Hour: The official launch of Climate Change, Environment, and Migration Alliance (CCEMA). Representatives of the founding members will deliver their mission statements.
The Climate Change, Environment and Migration Alliance (CCEMA) is an emerging multi-stakeholder global partnership bringing together concerned actors such as international organizations, interested groups of states and representatives of the private sector, the scientific and professional community and civil society from a range of perspectives including environment, migration as well as development and humanitarian assistance.

CCEMA was founded in response to the growing realization that there are complex interdependencies among climate change, environmental degradation and migration and a substantial scope and need for synergies in policy and research, interdisciplinary multi-stakeholder collaboration and the development of comprehensive approaches at the country level. CCEMA was initiated in April 2008 at the Research Workshop on Migration and the Environment in Munich, Germany by the International Organization for Migration (IOM), UNITED NATIONS UNIVERSITY Institute for Environment and Human Security (UNU-EHS), United Nations Environment Programme (UNEP), and Munich Re Foundation (MRF) – the four founding members of the Alliance. 

The major aim of CCEMA will be to mainstream the environmental and climate change considerations into the migration management policies and practice and to also bring migration issues into the world’s on-going environmental and climate change discourse. This aim will be pursued through a combination of awareness raising, research, policy development and practical action. 

CCEMA provides a platform for interdisciplinary broad-based regional, international, and global collaboration and coordination to:

· Raise policy and public awareness of the need for concerted action to address the challenges and realize the opportunities presented by the climate change, environmental degradation and migration nexus.

· Improve the knowledge base of the complex relationships between climate change environmental degradation and migration in terms of cause and consequence, long-term as well as short-term patterns including through gathering, compiling and making available the latest information on these issues relevant to policy and practice, and developing innovative research approaches.

· Provide a neutral and open forum for policy dialogue to identify and discuss major cross-cutting issues in the field of climate change, environment and migration. 

· Provide practical support to the most vulnerable countries and population groups through building the capacity of governments and other stakeholders to respond effectively to the challenges presented by the climate change, environmental degradation and migration nexus.
